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     I had an unfortunate event happen in the loft last week. One of my 
birds drowned in the bath water. This is the second time this has 
happened. I lost a hen several years ago the same way. I have to give 
the birds their bath inside the loft because my fly pens are not 
completed yet. Even though I do this weekly they act like they have 
never had a bath in their life. They all pile in shoulder to shoulder and 
canôt move. Sometimes one goes in on top of these other ones and 
ends up standing on a birdôs head, pushing its head under the water. 
The poor bird canôt even move to free its head and drowns. Usually I 
keep an eye on them and when they are that crowded I go into the loft 
and some of them go out of the bath giving more room for the others to 
finish. Last week I was preoccupied with other tasks and found the 
poor guy floating in the bath water when I went to remove the bath. 
This is just something for people in the same position to watch out for. 
Fortunately, neither one that I lost was a prize bird. 
 

     The second thing I wanted to share was about wormer. Moxidectin 
is a very effective wormer. I had been trying to get some for a long time 
and my supplier couldnôt get it in for me. I think because It comes from 
Australia and they were having a hard time getting it in. I got checking 
horse wormers and found that Quest horse wormer made by Wyeth 
has moxidectin in it as the active ingredient. The Quest Plus also has 
praziquantel in it. This combination is a full spectrum wormer. Giulio 
had some moxidectin with praziquantel made for pigeons, so from its 
concentration and dose we calculated the proper dose using the Quest 
Plus. Quest is a gel and comes in a needleless syringe with a large 
mouth. The syringe plunger shaft is graduated in 100 kg markings with 
25 kg sub marks. It has a collar on the shaft that you can screw out to 
the kg setting you want depending on the weight of the horse. For 
horses you would inject it directly into their mouth. The collar stops the 
plunger at the proper dose. For pigeons use a 50 kg dose per gallon of 
water. Since it is a gel I squirt it into a small jar of slightly warm water 
and shake it to dissolve the gel. Then I add it to the container I fill for 
the pigeons. A syringe will make 11.5 gallons of wormer solution. 
Leave the solution in with the pigeons for a day, the same as you 
would any other wormer. Depending on the cost of the wormer you use 
vs the cost of Quest Plus this method may be cheaper and is effective.
